Working with local partners across Kenya, we will reach more than 170,000 children with urgently needed health
treatment and support services including education, nutrition, psychosocial support and protection over the next
five years, ensuring they are provided with everything they need to thrive. Key activities will include:

® Providing medical support including HIV testing, counselling and life-saving antiretroviral treatment

® Ensuring children have birth certificates and other vital documentation which is required in order to access
healthcare and other services

® Providing educational materials for children and vocational training for young adults

®» Working with schools and health services to provide age-appropriate nutrition
